Remember:

1. The  ‘=’  sign in the equation is the centre of a “balance”.

2. What we do to one side of the equation, we must do the same to the other side.

3. To remove a number from one side we do the opposite function.

Look carefully at this example.


3x + 5 = 17

first remove the ‘+5’ by subtracting 5 from 



-5
-5

both sides


3x + 5 = 17

so 
3x       = 12

now remove the ‘3’ by dividing both sides 






by 3


3x       = 12

3 3

so
x         =   4

Now you try these but think carefully about which number to remove first and remember to do the same to both sides of the equation.

1. 2x + 7 = 25

2. 5x + 3 = 23

3. 3x – 4 = 14
